EST: Biden
delivered additional

remarks, announcing

that he had ordered

an independent
review of the security measures at Trump's rally. He
reiterated his commitment to ensuring the safety of all

presidential candidates.

8:00 p.m. EST: President Biden addressed the nation once

again, this time to
